	The entrance and exit gates at reception are magnetic and are designed to eliminate the possibility of children opening them to escape. Staff sign everyone in and out as a family/group. All visitors are signed in and out.

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This Company has established an ongoing daily, weekly and monthly check list which all seniors adhere to. The Directors invite the local Health and Safety Authority in to advise when a new area has been developed, and work closely with them to comply to all regulations.

FIRE SAFETY

The premises are fitted with a manual/automatic electric fire alarm system.

The fire exits are continually checked.  Staff monitor that the fire exits are kept clear of

obstructions at all times.

The fire alarm system is tested weekly from a different call point, by in house personnel for compliance with current standards. Suitable records are maintained.

A designated assembly area has been provided.

The fire alarm system is tested and maintained by a competent Person/company.

The building structure and material reduces/eliminates the rapid spread of fire. Materials used in the construction of the play frames are fire retardant.

The premises can be evacuated within (2 - 3 minutes optimum timings)

An adequate number of fire extinguishers have been provided.

Fire extinguishers are checked weekly to ensure they are in the correct position and have not been discharged.

A copy of the fire evacuation is kept at reception including a fire box with essential equipment required in the event of an evacuation.

Staff are trained annually by a competent person in the use of fire extinguishers

Go Bananas carries out a controlled evacuation every 6months,records are kept.

FIRST AID

All seniors and a number of employees have been trained in First Aid and are appointed to administer immediate FirstAid treatment if required.

Monkland District General Hopsital hospital is approx 10minutes by car from the centre and this has an Accident and Emergency department.

All accidents are recorded and where necessary reported to RIDDOR. Accidents are monitored to check for repeating patterns andwhere this is the case the problem is inspected in great detail by the Health and Safety Manager.

STAFFING

All staff are in accordance with Disclosure Scotland polices and procedures.

All teachers and Staff who may want to visit site to complete a risk assessment themselves prior to the visit are very welcome to do so, and all policies and procedures are available for inspection should they be required.

In depth risk assessments cannot replace adequate supervision. We have recommended supervision rates of one adult per five children for birthday parties, but this is something that the groups must assess for themselves.

We are available to discuss individual specific requirements, and we do attempt to offer an inclusive facility, however some equipment is obviously not suitable purely by its design and location.
